General safety

a specialist fit the awning to your vehicle.

WARNING! Injury hazard
This device can be used by children aged from 8 years and above and persons with reduced physical,

sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge if they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning use of the device in a safe way and understand the hazards involved.

Operating the awning safely

>
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WARNING! Injury hazard

Do not touch moving parts while operating the awning. There is a danger of injuries from moving parts.
Do not open the awning while driving.

Do not open the awning in strong winds or snowfall.

Retract the awning if strong winds, prolonged heavy rain, or snowfall are imminent.

Ensure that water or snow does not accumulate on the fabric. Otherwise this could damage the awning
and vehicle or the awning arms could collapse and cause severe injury or fatality.

Do not approach the awning in the following events:

* Ifthe awning was left open during heavy winds.

¢ If pools of water have formed on the awning.

* If snow has accumulated on the awning.

¢ Ifany debiris is on the awning fabric.

Do not leave the extended awning unattended. Retract the awning before leaving your location.

Keep a safe distance from the awning when having barbecues or open fires. The fabric can be
damaged by heat or catch fire.



NOTICE! Damage hazard

> Park the motorhome or caravan in a location where debris (such as branches, leaves, or similar) cannot
fall onto the fabric.

> The fabric of the awning should remain taut at all times and not hang down at the edges. If the fabric
hangs down, it may rub against the arms and become damaged. The fabric should not sag in the
middle with long awnings.

> Only retract the awning when the fabric is free of debris (such as branches, leaves, or similar).
Otherwise, the awning may be damaged during retraction.

> Keep the awning free of dirt to prevent abrasions, stains and mildew.

> Ifthe awning is wet, retract it only for safety reasons. Extend it again as soon as possible to allow drying
and prevent mildew, stains, or color fading.

> Never bend an awning arm or the cover down to drain water off the awning. Doing so can bend the
awning and impair its function.

> Do not hang any objects on the awning, on the front cover or the awning arms.

> Do not use any sprays (e.g., insect repellent, hairspray) near the awning. This can soil the fabric or
diminish its water-repellent properties.

> Ifthere is insufficient space above the door after mounting the awning, keep the door closed when
retracting or extending the awning to prevent contact with the arms or front panel. The required space
depends on the door design (width, swing, or sliding door) and the set awning angle of inclination.

Driving safely

WARNING! Injury hazard

> Under NO circumstances should you exceed the maximum driving speed of 130 km/h.

> Do not drive the vehicle if the fabric is damaged or torn, even if the awning is properly retracted. The
awning arms are held in place by the fabric. If the fabric rips while driving, the awning may suddenly
extend, leading to serious injury. Secure the awning to prevent sudden and unexpected extension
while driving.

> Adjust driving speed according to current conditions, including road type, speed bumps, wind
and weather, traffic intensity, and applicable speed limits. If conditions become too severe, stop the
journey.

> Adjust your driving behavior (e.g., crosswind sensitivity, cornering, and braking) to accommodate
potential changes in vehicle behavior due to the installed awning.

> NEVER drive with the crank inserted. Remove the crank before starting your journey.

> Ensure the awning is retracted and secure before driving.

> Check the awning for damage (such as tension cracks in the plastic parts) before driving. Do NOT drive
if any parts are damaged or broken.

6 Intended use

The awning is intended for installation on motorhomes or caravans to provide shade and weather protection in
moderate conditions; it should not be left out in harsh or heavy conditions.

The awnings must only be used whilst the vehicle is stationary.
This product is only suitable for the intended purpose and application in accordance with these instructions.

This manual provides information that is necessary for proper installation and/or operation of the product. Poor
installation and/or improper operating or maintenance will result in unsatisfactory performance and a possible
failure.

The manufacturer accepts no liability for any injury or damage to the product resulting from:

¢ Incorrect installation or assembly

* Incorrect maintenance or use of spare parts other than original spare parts provided by the manufacturer
* Alterations to the product without express permission from the manufacturer

* Use for purposes other than those described in this manual

7 Installation

7.1 Tools and materials required

> Various tools for tightening, e.g. screwdriver

> Asuitable flexible adhesive/sealant, e.g. Sikaflex®-252

> Acleaning agent that is recommended for use with the adhesive
> Aprimer thatis recommended for use with the adhesive

> Acid-free silicone



7.2 Beforeinstallation

WARNING! Risk of death or serious injuries
Whilst we do not design this awning to be used as a roof for an annex, if you choose to fit enclosed walls

to the awning — a gas fitter should be consulted with regards to gas appliance venting and flueing.

Observe the following general information:

> The awning can be attached in two ways:
* tothe side of the vehicle using mounting plates (Installing the awning with mounting plates on page 11)
* tothe existing piping rail on the side of the vehicle (Installing the awning on the piping rail on page 14)

> The mounting plates are bolted to the vehicle in the area of the rear hinge. In addition, they are glued with
installation adhesive (e.g. Sikaflex®-221 or a similar product) to ensure the load is evenly spread and an optimal
level of protection from moisture is maintained.

> Observe the sealant manufacturer's instructions.

> Before installation, check the access to the screw joints. Make sure no cables or cabinets are damaged when
drilling.

> Contact your local service partner if you wish to have an angle of inclination different to the default setting.

> Clean the adhesive surfaces on the mounting rails and the wall.

> Prepare the adhesive surfaces with the primer.

> Carefully seal the drill holes to prevent moisture from entering the motorhome wall.

> Do not open the awning or leave it unattended, before the awning has been fastened to the mounting rails.

> As part of the regular maintenance procedure, the screws on the rear hinge must be tightened up by a service
partner. Ensure the users of the vehicle are aware of this.



7.3 Installation position

g WARNING! Property damage

> Keep a sufficient distance from objects or other vehicles. Once the awning is retracted, it should be at
least 40 cm away from other objects and vehicles.

> Ensure the wall of the motorhome can safely take the weight of the awning before installation.
Otherwise, the awning may become unstable and bend or break.

When choosing the installation location, observe the following:
> Make sure that the inner screw joints are accessible.
> Only attach the awning to flat and vertical wall surfaces ( [ Fig. [l on page 9 and & Fig. I on

page 9). On curved wall surfaces, specific mounting brackets are required, and the mounting plates need to
be adequately lined under the fastening points.




If there is insufficient space above the door after the awning is mounted, the door must remain closed when
the awning is being retracted or extended to prevent contact between the door and the arms or lead rail. The
required space depends on the design of the door (door width, swing or sliding door) as well as the set awning

angle of inclination.

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CAUTION! Device damage
The cables and cabinets in the interior of the vehicle must not be damaged by drilling the holes.
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7.4 Installing the awning with mounting plates

1. Select the location of the installation.

In particular, check that there is enough space in the interior to mount the counter plates at the points where the
screws will be.

@ NOTE Recommended mounting position for each counter plate is as shown (& Fig. [ on
page 11):
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2. Align the mounting plates on the vehicle and mark where the holes are to be drilled ( B Fig. [l on page 17).

3. Atthe marked points, drill holes with a diameter of 6.5 mm from the outside through the external wall.
4. Clean the outer sides of the mounting plates and the installation surface on the vehicle.

5. Fillthe drill holes in the vehicle wall with an acid-free silicone.



6. Insert the square-head bolts through the relevant holes in the mounting plates ([ Fig. [l on page 12).

7. To glue and seal, apply an elastic adhesive (such as Sikaflex®-221) to the back of the mounting plates ( B Fig. [
on page 12)

8. Place all of the mounting plates through the drill holes and fasten them with counter plate, serrated lock washers
and hexagon head bolts ([ Fig. [l on page 12).

9. Fasten all the mounting plates using the fasteners provided. The fasteners may vary depending on the width of
the awnings (see Scope of delivery on page 6).

10. Wait until the glue has set. For further details, please refer to the information provided by the sealant
manufacturer.
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11. Use two people to hook the awning onto the mounting plates () Fig. [ on page 13).

12. Extend the awning about 50 mm using the crank.

13. Drill holes for further securing the awning (step 1in [ Fig. B on page 13):

* Drilltwo 3 mm diameter holes through the awning, aligning them with the two holes on each of the long
mounting plates.

* Drill one 3 mm diameter hole through the awning, aligning it with the hole on each of the short mounting
plates.

14. Fasten the awning with self drilling and tapping screws (step 2 in [ Fig. [ on page 13).



15. Insert the cover caps on the counter plates ( [ Fig. [ on page 14).

NOTE The wall thickness must be at least 35 mm); otherwise, it is necessary to shorten the bolt if you
choose to fit the cover cap.
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16. Retract the awning completely using the crank.

7.5 Installing the awning on the piping rail
1. Select the installation location.

In particular, check that there is enough space in the interior to mount the counter plates at the points where the
screws will be.

NOTE Measure the recommended mounting position for each counter plate against the drill hole in
the lower section of the awning.

2. Use two people to hook the awning on to the piping rail ([ Fig. [ on page 15).

3. Extend the awning about 50 mm using the crank.

4. Mark where the holes are to be drilled ( [ Fig. [l on page 15).
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5. Retract the awning completely using the crank.
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6. Use two people to lift the awning off the piping rail.

7. Atthe marked points, drill holes with a diameter of 6.5 mm from the outside through the external wall.
8. Fillthe drill holes in the vehicle wall with an acid-free silicone.

9. Use two people to hook the awning on to the piping rail ( [ Fig. [ on page 15).

10. Extend the awning about 50 mm using the crank.




11. Fasten the awning using a countersunk bolt, counter plate, serrated lock washer and hexagon nut ( [ Fig. [l on
page 16).

12. Insert the cover caps on the counter plates. ([ Fig. (K] on page 14)

13. Retract the awning completely using the crank.

7.6 Installing the mounting bracket

NOTE The mounting bracket must be installed if the awning is to be attached to the side of the vehicle
when extended.

1. Select the installation location.

2. Mark where the holes are to be drilled.



3.
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At the marked points, drill holes with a diameter of 3 mm from the outside into the external wall (step 1in
B Fio. [ on page 17).
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Put the upper and lower sections of the mounting bracket together.

Clean the outer sides of the lower section and the installation surface in the vehicle.

To glue and seal, apply an elastic adhesive (such as Sikaflex®-221) to the back of the mounting bracket (step 2 in
B Fig. [d on page 17).

@ NOTE Make sure that no glue gets on to the movable upper section of the mounting bracket.

Fasten the mounting bracket with drill screws or rivet the mounting bracket.




7.7 Installing the crank bracket

> Install one upper and one lower bracket on the interior wall of the vehicle at a suitable location to securely hold the
crank when not in use.

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7.8 Installing the SRR bracket
> Install two upper brackets on the interior wall of the vehicle at an appropriate location to securely hold the SRR
(straight roof rafter) when not in use.
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8 Operation

Note on the vehicle location
NOTICE! Damage hazard
> Park the vehicle so that no debris (branches, leaves or similar) gets on to the fabric.
> Keep the awning free of dirt to prevent abrasions, stains and mildew.

8.1 Extending the awning

WARNING! Risk of injury
Keep a sufficient distance from objects or other vehicles. Once the awning is retracted, it should be at
least 40 cm away from other objects and vehicles on all sides.



Extending the awning using a hand crank

1. Hook the hand crank into the crank socket of the awning (step 1in [ Fig. B} on page 20).

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2. Turnthe hand crank to extend the awning.

WARNING! Damage hazard
Stop extending the awning when the warning sticker (a. in [ Fig. Bi] on page 21) appears.
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3. Extend the right supporting leg from the front cover for free movement ([ Fig. BB on page 22).

4. Turn the right supporting leg to the side (B Fig. BB on page 22).
5. Fold the right supporting leg down and set it on the ground ( B Fig. & on page 22).

6. Adjust the supporting leg to the required height and manually tighten the nut on the supporting leg to secure its

height ([ Fig. B on page 23) .

7. Rotate the kickstand of the supporting leg to secure the supporting legs on the ground ( (& Fig. B2 on
page 23).

8. Extend the other supporting leg in the same way.
9. Turn the hand crank approximately a quarter of the way back to tighten the fabric.
10. Remove the hand crank. (step 3 in [ Fig. B on page 20)

NOTICE! Damage hazard

> The fabric of the awning should not hang down at the edges, and must remain taut at all times. If the
fabric hangs down, it could rub against the arms and become damaged.

> The fabric used for long awnings should not sag in the middle.

Positioning the supporting legs on the ground
WARNING! Beware of injury
> Only position the supporting legs on solid ground.
> Secure the supporting legs from slipping.

1. Position the supporting legs vertically on the ground ( [ Fig. B2 on page 23).

2. Secure the supporting legs with pegs.

3. Position one of the supporting legs slightly lower so that the lead rail hangs at an angle. This allows rain to run off
more easily.

Securing the supporting legs on the vehicle

You can secure the awning on your vehicle directly if you have already installed the mounting bracket. ( B Fig. i on
page 17)

1. Slide the cover of the mounting brackets up (& Fig. B on page 25).

2. Fit the supporting legs into the mounting brackets ( & Fig. P§ on page 25).
3. Slide the cover of the mounting brackets down ( [ Fig. Bd on page 25).

4. Position one of the supporting legs slightly lower so that the lead rail hangs at an angle. This allows rain to run off
more easily ([ Fig. BB on page 25).

Mounting the tension rafter

Awnings with a width of 4 m need to have a tension rafter fitted in the middle of the awning. This prevents the awning
from sagging.

1. Extend the awning to your desired length by turning the crank.

2. Adjust the length of the tension rafter to match the extended awning.

3. Position the tension rafter in the middle of the inside of the awning, ensuring both ends are securely inserted onto
the awning bars ([ Fig. BB on page 26).

8.2 Retracting the awning

NOTICE! Damage hazard
> Only retract the awning when the fabric is free of debris (branches, leaves or similar). Otherwise the

awning may be damaged when it is retracted.
> Keep the awning free of dirt to prevent abrasions, stains and mildew.
> When retracting the awning, make sure that no branches or other objects are trapped in it.

1. Remove any debris (branches, leaves or similar) lying on the fabric.

2. Loosen the supporting legs from the fastenings (pegs or latches on the vehicle).

Retracting the awning using a hand crank

1. Loosen the nut on the supporting leg to fully retract the supporting leg, then tighten the nut.

. Rotate the kickstand at the end of the supporting leg.

. Rotate the supporting leg to reposition it into the awning.

. Push the supporting leg back into the awning front cover until it is securely in place.

. Retract the other supporting leg in the same way.

. Hook the hand crank into the crank socket of the awning (step 1in [ Fig. Eli] on page 20).

Turn the hand crank in the opposite direction until the awning is fully retracted.

. Ensure the awning is fully retracted and secure before starting your journey.

@ NOTE The lead rail must be right up against the housing.

9. Remove the hand crank from the crank socket of the awning.

NOTICE! Damage hazard
If the awning is retracted while wet, extend it and allow the fabric to dry at the next opportunity. Prolonged
storage of wet fabric can lead to mildew formation and fabric fading.

9 Cleaning and maintenance

9.1 Cleaning

NOTICE! Damage hazard
> Never clean the awning with a high-pressure cleaner.

> Do not use abrasive cleaning agents or hard objects during cleaning, as these can damage the
product.
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> Remove any debris (twigs, leaves or similar) lying on the awning fabric to prevent abrasions, stains and mildew.
The awning can also be damaged when it is retracted.

> Clean the awning fabric regularly to remove any dirt and dust:
a) Use water with 30 mL detergent and 30 mL bleach for 10 L of water.
b) Soap down the fabric and leave the liquid to soak in for five minutes.
c) Rinse thoroughly with clean water.

NOTE Make sure that the detergent with the bleach is completely washed off. Otherwise it can
damage the fabric.

d) Leave the fabric to dry.

9.2 Lubricating

If there is an abnormal sound, apply paraffin wax, teflon oil, or silicone oil on the arm joints.

9.3 Checking

WARNING! Injury hazard
> Do not use the awning if any settings or maintenance work are required.

> Ifyou discover any damage, contact a service partner in the respective country (see addresses and
website details on the back of the manual).

NOTE Dometic accessories, such as sealing joints and foam strips, are subject to environmental wear and
tear. This is not indicative of poor quality. To ensure these parts function properly, Dometic recommends
replacing rubber seals and foam strips every 5 years or as required.

> Check the awning regularly for any imbalance and wear, as well as damage to major parts.
> Check the awning regularly:

* s the fabric free of damage?

¢ Are the arms and lead rail free of damage with no signs of wear?

¢ Does the awning close properly?

10 Warranty

If the product does not work as it should, please contact your retailer or the manufacturer's branch in your country
(see dometic.com/dealer). The warranty applicable to your product is 1 year(s).

For repair and warranty processing, please include the following documents when you send in the device:

* A copy of the receipt with purchasing date
* Areason for the claim or description of the fault
