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INSTALLATION

With the washing machine securely mounted as described on the previous page,
attach the hose drain, power cord and hydrovalve. Before using the appliance please
observe the precautions outlined below.

Power supply

@ To avoid unnecessary risk of fire, electric shock or personal injury, all
electrical circuits and grounding must be set as per the national electrical
standard.

@ When the heating function is used, the maximum current of the washing
machine may reach 10A. Ensure that your power supply unit (current,
voltage and cable) can meet the normal load requirements of the appli-
ance.

@ The power cord has to be positioned so that it will not be stepped on,
pressed or clamped by the article on or next to it.

Water supply

@ The working water pressure of the washing machine is 0.05MPa~0.8MPa.
When the water pressure is below 0.05MPa, the water supply valve may not
work normally.

Ambient Temperature

@ The washing machine is designed to operate in a temperature range

of 0°C to 40°C with a maximum of 95% relative humidity at 25°C. Attempting
to use the appliance in temperatures below 0°C may result in ice forming in
the water valve, drainage pump and water pipe. This condition may cause
damage to the belt, drainage pump and other parts.

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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

The Camec 2.5 KG wall mounted washing machine provides a wide range of custom
wash cycles and functions to ensure superior results. With correct use and basic
maintenance, the device will provide many years of trouble free operation.

Only use low foam detergents designed for use with front load washing machines.

Ensure water supply is connected.

STORAGE

If an extended period of time between uses is anticipated, the appliance should
be completely drained of water and the drum exposed to ambient air conditions.

These steps will avoid potential damage to components and the likelihood of
mould, mildew and unpleasant odours developing:

1. Perform a “Spin” cycle to drain residual water from the machine.

2. Turn off the water supply and disconnect the water supply hose.

3. Unplug the washing machine and open the door to allow ventilation.
